Clothing

At the Child Development Center,
the children engage in active play,
explore the environment indoors
and outdoors, and experiment with
materials of many  Kkinds.
Comfortable and washable clothing
allows your child the necessary
freedom to participate in activities.
Each child must have an extra set of
clothing to be kept at the Center. In
the winter months, snow pants,
boots, hats, and mittens are
required. The children play
outdoors each day except during
extreme inclement weather.

Snacks & Meals

Nutritious snacks are provided each
day by the Center. These include a
variety of new foods which the
children are encouraged to sample.
Lunches are provided by parents
and are kept refrigerated until
mealtime. The Center is able to
warm up easy lunches. Parents are
encouraged to provide nutritious
lunches for their children. Please
limit sweet items to one. The
Center also provides drinks for each
snack and lunch period.

Naps

Children in the full day program
must provide a small sheet (crib
size), and a blanket and pillow for
napping. The children may also
bring a comfort or snuggly item to
be used at this time. Parents are
required to wash these items
weekly.
