Course Title: C Programming       Course #:  CSC* 210 

Course Description:  3 Credits.   A study of the C programming language including identifiers, data types, storage, 

constants, expressions, operator classes, operator pointers, functions, recursion, arrays, input/output, preprocessor 

and headers will be considered. An examination of data files, structures and unions and graphics will be included.  

Pre-requisite/Co-requisite:  CSC* 105
